IPL and IPL Global Promotion Committee

The details of IPL and IPL Global Promotion Committee was examined following the 2006 Tokyo Action Plan in the First IPL Global Promotion Committee which was held at the United Nations University on 22-25 January 2007. 
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The updated explanation of IPL and IPL-GPC based on the First IPL-GPC and the following meetings is as follows:

I  IPL Cooperation Frame
The 2006 Tokyo Action Plan proposed to establish the IPL Global Promotion Committee and the IPL World Centre, and proposed IPL global cooperation fields. The IPL Global Promotion Committee and the IPL World Centre as its secretariat were established, and the promotion and management of IPL projects and the organization of a series of the World Landslide Forum were decided in the First IPL Global Promotion Committee in 2007.

1. Terms of Reference
1) Organization of IPL Global Promotion Committee and IPL Symposium

2) Evaluation and Promotion of IPL projects

3) Organization of World Landslides Forum

4) Identification and Promotion of World Centres of Excellence on Landslide Risk Reduction

5) Contribution to global landslide issues and promotion of partnerships within the framework of ISDR.

2. Finance

1) Fund from ICL 

2) Subvention to IPL: Financial supports from ICL Supporting organizations and other funding agencies.

3. Management

  The committee is managed by members and observers.

1) ICL member organizations

2) ICL supporting organizations which have exchanged MoU with ICL

3) Organizations which provide Subvention to IPL.

Organizations or experts which are willing to cooperate with the Action Plan may be invited as observers.

1.2 IPL World Centre

 The IPL World Centre is a part of the legal body of ICL and managed by IPL Global Promotion Committee.

2) Coordination of IPL Global issues such as Edition of Landslides Journal, Landslide Database, Landslide disaster investigation like the Leyte landslide

2. Finance

1) Fund from ICL

2) A part of Subvention to IPL relating to IPL Global issues

3) Other funds raised by IPL World Centre

3. Management

  The centre is managed by the management committee, advisors, researchers, and secretarial staffs. 
1) Members of the management committee
One from ICL (Headquarter), one from ICL (European Centre), one from UNESCO, one from DPRI/KU, and one Secretary 
2) Around 10 advisors from ICL supporting organizations
Some from ICL Supporting organizations (accessible to IPL World Centre), one from Kyoto University, and some from the government of Japan (CAO, MEXT, MAFF, MLIT)
3) Researchers from ICL member organizations and others (accessible to IPL World Centre)
4) Secretarial staffs

II  Types and Management of IPL projects

2.1 Types of IPL projects

The Tokyo Action Plan proposed global cooperation fields of IPL in addition to on-going IPL member projects. However, ICL has decided to merge on-going IPL project to new IPL in the 5th Session of ICL Board of Representatives held at UNESCO Headquarters in November 2006.
The New IPL projects will have 3 types as the following figure.

1) Core project: Landslide Journal (C100) for the life time of IPL

2) Coordinating Projects which are proposed and approved by IPL Global Promotion Committee for long term (more than 5 years)

3) Member projects which are proposed by one or more ICL members and approved by IPL Global Promotion Committee (2-5 years)


2.2 Management of IPL

The ICL Steering Committee held at FAO on 19-20 May 2009 examined the management of IPL in 2009-2011. 
The promotion and management of IPL together with strengthening WCoE network will be implemented by a new IPL and WCoE Network Committee which will be approved by the IPL Global Promotion Committee.

All IPL projects will be evaluated by the IPL Award of Success Committee. Three success projects implemented within IPL will be indentified and awarded at the Second World Landslide Forum. The Award is 3000 US$ for the project leader and a Certificate.
2006 Tokyo Action Plan


The 2006 Tokyo Action Plan on the International Programme on Landslides (IPL) was adopted by the international community. The adoption of the 2006 Tokyo Action Plan took place on the occasion of the 2006 Tokyo Round Table Discussion “Strengthening Research and Learning on Earth System Risk Analysis and Sustainable Disaster Management within UN-ISDR as Regards Landslides”-towards a dynamic global network of the International Programme on Landslides (IPL) which was held at the United Nations University, Tokyo, from 18th to 20th January, 2006, to formulate a framework for cooperation and to identify focus areas to reduce landslide risk worldwide. It was further agreed that the 2006 Tokyo Action Plan would be implemented within the scope of the Hyogo Framework for Action 2005-2015, “Building the Resilience of Nations and Communities to Disasters”, adopted at the United Nations World Conference on Disaster Reduction held in Kobe, Hyogo, Japan in 2005.
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
